Consequently, at the Council meeting in December 2024,
the Council agreed that the precept will increase for the
coming year by 36 pence per week for a Band D household.
This represents excellent value for money for the range of
public services, leisure and recreation facilities we provide
for our residents.

Budget planning for the next financial year has been
challenging due to the impact of central government’s
increases to employer National Insurance contributions
and the anticipated inflationary impact that will have on
indirect costs.

Careful money management and ensuring the best value
for residents, means we are able to continue offering our
full range of services to meet our vision for the town, and
plan for the future.
